| Sri Lanka
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DIYATALAWA

Diyatalawa is a former
military town in the Badulla
District of Sri Lanka's central
highlands.

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Production and using home-made Compost for
Organic Farming

Composting is the process of transforming plant
and animal material into simple organic

compounds such as humus, with the help of soil
microorganisms and some invertebrates such as
earthworms. Mature compost contains of 03 main
components; decayed organic matter, dead and
live microorganisms. It is important that good
quality mature compost should be free of

unpleasant odors, stores well, biologically stable,
easier to handle and less bulky than raw organic
waste.

Compost, AKA black gold, provides numerous benefits to farmers as a soil
amendment and a source of organic matter by improving soil biological, chemical,
and physical characteristics. Increased microbial activity, plant disease
suppression, increased soil fertility, increased cation exchange capacity, soil
structure improvement in clayey soils, water retention ability improvement in
sandy soils and reduction of bioavailability of heavy metals are some of those
benefits.

Water Requirements

The ideal moisture content falls in between 45-60% by weight. This can be
physically felt by touch, when you squeeze a handful of blended feedstocks the
material should hold together but not exude excess water.

pH and Temperature
The acidity or alkalinity of the organic
materials is measured by the pH value. If the
compost pH exceeds 7.5, ammonia gas losses
could occur. Materials such as dairy manure
has higher pH values and food wastes has
lower pH values.
